Job Description:

These individuals will collaboratively
create a dynamic camp curriculum and will work together to implement the curriculum during each
camp session using fun, innovative strategies. They will also be tasked with arranging daily lesson
plans, compiling administrative and educational resources, and participating actively in all camp
sessions. All the while, they will be responsible for supervising, managing, and mentoring groups of
youth participants ranging in age from 8-17. They may also be responsible for independently
delivering music and/or movement workshops as assigned by the program directors.

Availability:

Qualified applicants must have relevant theatre experience as well as experience working with
youth in an artistic or educational environment. Post-secondary training in dramatic arts, music,
education, or a related field, is an asset. The successful applicants must be self-directed, creative,
motivated, and have excellent rapport with children/teens. These positions are made possible, in
part, through funding from the Canada Summer Jobs Program. Applicants must be between the
ages of 18 and 30 and legally able to work in Canada.
